BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the Village of Centerville, State of 

Section I. That the Salary of the Village Deputy Marshal shall be

furnish a fidelity bond for the faithful performance of duty in the 
sum of $1,000.00 to be made by a corporate surety acceptable to the 
Village Mayor.
