Walls or fences that are primarily decorative
or supportive, rather than an enclosure, may
be located in any yard. Such featuresin a
front yard may not exceed 3.5 feet in height
or 20 feetin length.

General Guidelines

This brochure provides home and business

owners with general information on fence rules

and regulations in the City of Centerville. This

information is not meant to be comprehensive

or replace the codified regulations as written
in Article 9.39(E) of the Unified Development
Ordinance.

Basic rules of thumb for fences are:

[I]]I Maximum Height: 7 feet (rear, side
yard), 3.5 feet (front yard).

% Material: Wood, vinyl, brick, stone,
wroughtiron.

Finished face toward neighbors.

A PERMIT IS REQUIRED PRIORTO
CONSTRUCTION.

Additionally, any fence placed within a
recorded utility or drainage easement is
subject to removal at the owner's expense
for scheduled or emergency maintenance or
repair. Please refer to the County Auditor's
Office for information regarding recorded
easements on your property.
